The Singita Community Development Trust Fund has been instrumental in the development
of the communities in and around the Sabi Sand Reserve. The Fund provides vital jobs and
training through the Singita School of Cooking and its world-renowned in-house ranger
training program. Area youth also benefit from Singita’s outreach programs, which provide
financial support to local schools, run the Justicia Best Boys Band and built a new care center
for physically challenged local children.

It is approximately 1.25
hours by air from Johannesburg to
both Skukuza and Kruger Mpumalanga
Airport, and about 5.5 hours driving
from Johannesburg to Singita Sabi Sand.
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
